Chair of Friends of Sound School. Clerk to advise Tanya Tucker-Arnold so that the project can start to be organized. The meeting asked that they be provided with a regular update of progress and would like to have the opportunity to see the project when completed.




b.	Baddington Railway Bridge – A Green reported on the site visit has undertaken, as follows:-
Baddington Railway A530 Bridge site meeting 12/08/25
Present; Andrea Bickerton - Cheshire East Highways, Jon Macphie - Cheshire East Highways, Rob (driver) Cheshire East Highways, Rachel Bailey - Councillor Cheshire East, Tony Green - Sound and District Parish Council

We met at 10.00am at Nantwich Lake to discuss the many issues involving the bridge/road - the temporary lights and their cost issues, the immense time they have been in situ - the signage should be placed further back up the road to warn drivers of the temporary lights, from a cyclists point of view, the time allowed to get over the bridge from a standing start, motorists are becoming so frustrated with the road that they are driving through on red lights. 

We travelled in the Cheshire East Incident vehicle to the coned area just over the bridge. We all wore high vis and safety glasses etc.

I have taken many pictures which show the condition of the bridge above and below. I have been asked not to show these until I receive permission from Clr Bailey

Clr Bailey mentioned that there is a possibility of a multi disciplinary meeting in Macclesfied on September 18th (date to be confirmed) to express our concerns it would be good news if we got invited to express our views and living locally the issues on a day by day basis on the road and bridge etc.

United Utilities - Unbeknown to me, a water main in the road where subsidence has occurred.

Cheshire East Highways, Historical Railway Estate (HRE) the owners of the bridge. There are legal issues as to who is responsible for what i.e. the access right of way, (infill of the bridge underneath) is this possible ? and who owns what, are there any other ideas put forward to resolve this once and for all?

To summarise, this is an immensely complicated issue:
Legal issues,
Health & Safety issues,
The Bridge HRE,
Cheshire East Highways,
United Utilities,
I feel perhaps the only way forward is all the above to get around the table to discuss the above in more detail and then have a plan of attack. I would break it down in the following manner:
Immediate issues; Intermediate issues; Long term issues

Further - Cllr Rachel Bailey reported re: the 7.5T Weight Restriction on Baddington Old Railway Bridge. Summary: An assessment of the bridge has identified that it has reduced structural capacity and as a result a temporary 7.5 structural weight limit is being implemented via Cheshire East Council from Monday 29 September 2025 onwards. https://www.cheshireeast.gov.uk/highways_and_roads/roadworks/baddington-lane-a530.aspx The bridge is owned by the Historic Railways Estate (HRE). The bridge is subject to ongoing investigations and the long-term solution will be considered based on the outcomes of these investigations and further work between CEC and HRE. Action to date: The Bridge sits within Sound and District Parish Council and the Cheshire East Audlem Ward. As its councillor I supported Sound PC in a recent site visit with Highways Officers at the Bridge, predominantly focussed on road safety but also raised concern as to ‘state of the bridge’ and potential impact of closure of the A530; I received, in confidence, a verbal notification of the proposed weight limit, late on Thursday evening. Since then, along with parish councillors, I have worked to ensure that, as far as possible, local logistic firms are notified of this limit in advance of its implementation. Both myself and James Pearson, Wrenbury Ward Councillor, have secured a meeting with CE Highways in the coming week as while the proposed diversionary route the A49 and A534 seeks to protect‘our rural villages and roads’, we are concerned that: - A timely solution for the bridge is now actively sourced; - Seek assurance as to regular maintenance/attention to diversionary signage; - Seek assurance as to how the proposed diversion route will be enforced; - How CE will protect the network of rural lanes including the risk of ‘rat runs’; - How CE will work with police and fire services in this regard to protect road safety; - How CE will continue to engage with businesses. - How CE will engage with local Parish Councils. I also hope to meet with representatives of affected Parish Councils this week to hear their views and thoughts, particularly as to how the likelihood of ‘rat runs’ can be mitigated. I would be grateful if you could let me know of your concerns/thoughts not only now but as the Weight Limit comes into force. Rachel Bailey Cheshire East Councillor
Sound & District Parish Council discussed and the following points were made
· A Green was thanked for his active approach to this, and it was reported that the site visit had facilitated a new look at the whole situation, and highlighted the problems associated with the bridge and the now subsequent 7.5T Weight limit.
· The Diversion routes will create issues for those residents and communities on these roads
· An additional problem could arise if drivers of these vehicles source other routes on minor roads
· CE have identified this as a No 1 priority, but the impasse between themselves, HRE, and the issue of the right of way under the bridge all add to the complexity of solving the issue.
· Enforcement of the weight limit would be a Police matter. If/when all legal matters are in place cameras could/may be installed to record vehicle movements at the site.
· Pressure needs to be kept on all parties that the matter is resolved as soon as is physically possible, and that any problems which arise due to the diverted traffic are likewise dealt with promptly. 
· Signage is now in place and this will need to be monitored to see if this is adequate or whether further signage will need to be put in place
· CE will issue an update by 12th November
· Meeting organized by Clr Bailey for all parties affected by the diversion will be held on 1st October – A Green and M Hartland will represent Sound & District Parish Council
